Objective:

The course will provide a thorough overview of mechanics, grammar, syntax, usage, and vocabulary-building, with an eye toward the student’s ability to use and teach these principles.

Method:

The texts are designed for the self-learner, providing quizzes, exercises, and answers (usually).  The assumption is that students will have read the required material, done the in-text exercises, and checked their own answers before class.  Class time will be spent reviewing principles and discussing errors and misconceptions.  Additional in-class exercises and quizzes will test the students’ application of the principles.

Attendance:

You are expected to attend class. Students involved in sanctioned school functions will make arrangements prior to the class period missed, allowing enough lead time to complete any assignments that may need to be done. Though no absence is beneficial to you, you will be allowed 4 absences before grade reduction occurs; one letter grade for each additional absence. If you believe your involvement in other activities will rob you of more than 4 days, consult with me immediately for alternate arrangements. A semester grade of “F” or “I” are the only grades possible after 7 absences.  Caveat:  Students may elect to take the “fast track” of challenging the course material; students may elect to omit attendance and the exercises, taking only the exams for the total portion of the grade.  Selection of “fast track” must be made by Feb. 19.
